I can pray in intercession because:

Jesus has prayed in intercession on my behalf. (Is. 53:12; John 17:20-26)


Jesus is the high priest. (Heb. 7:20-28)


I am a believer priest. (1 Peter 2:9)


God has called me to pray. (Psalm 32:6; Luke 18:1; Eph. 6:18; I Thes. 5:17) 


Through Jesus I have access to God. (Eph. 2:18, Heb. 10:19-22)


Jesus is still interceding on my behalf. (Rom. 8:34; Heb. 7:25)


The Holy Spirit intercedes for me when I pray. (Rom. 8:26-27)

“Because he loves me,” says the Lord... “He will call upon me and I will answer him...”    (Psalm 91: 14-15) God hears and answers prayer!

 We can be truly thankful that the God who calls us to pray knows us so well that He gives each of us exactly what we need to fulfill this calling.  Intercessory prayer begins with a heart full of praise and a love relationship with God.   

We can be real with God, because He knows us, weaknesses and all.

“For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother’s womb.

I praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully made: your works are wonderful.”( Ps. 139)

“I am fully known.”  (I Cor. 13:12)

Our weaknesses are not an obstacle to God’s calling.
“In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness.  We do not know what we ought to pray, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with groans that words cannot express.  And he who searches our hearts knows the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints in accordance with God’s will.” (Rom, 8:26-27)

“’Not by might nor by power, but by my Spirit,’ says the Lord Almighty.” (Zec. 4:6)

He gives us armor that we can put on, equipping us for battle, enabling us to persevere.
“Stand firm then, with the belt of truth buckled around your waist, with the breastplate of righteousness in place, and with your feet fitted with the readiness that comes from the gospel of peace.  In addition to all this, take up the shield of faith, with which you can extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one.  Take the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God.  And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests.  With this in mind, be alert and always keep on praying for all the saints.”  (Eph. 6:14-18)

Read and pray through all of Psalm 91

Give thanks, and offer praise.  Remember, Psalms 8:2 says that praise is ordained to silence the foe, who wants us to believe that we are weak.  We are strong, because Christ strengthens us. (Phil. 4:13)

“Rejoice in the Lord always, I will say it again: Rejoice!  Let your gentleness be evident to all.  The Lord is near.  Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God.  And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds in Christ Jesus.” (Phil. 4:4-7)

“Fear the Lord your God and serve him...He is your praise; he is your God...” (Dt. 10:20)

“I will proclaim the name of the Lord.  Oh, praise the greatness of our God!  He is the Rock, his works are perfect, and all his ways are just.  A faithful God who does no wrong...” (Dt. 32:3-4)

“Praise the Lord.  Praise God in his sanctuary; praise him in his mighty heavens.  Praise him for his acts of power; praise him for his surpassing greatness... Let everything that has breath praise the Lord.  Praise the Lord.” (Psalm 150) The Spirit of God inhabits the praises of His people!
